Furlough 

days were found to significantly reduce costs and have minimal impact on services 

to the community.   

 

 The furlough days will begin on Friday, January 15, 2010, and continue every 

other Friday until December 31, 2010. Both the Township Hall and the Department 

of Public Services Offices (Water & Sewer and Building Department) will be closed 

on the 26 furlough days.  The Police and Fire Headquarters will remain open.
